Tips for Bible Reading

1. Recognize that God blesses those who read his word.  (see Rev. 1:3)

2. Realize that the Bible is a big book; it will be a challenge to read all of it!  Determine that you will go all the way through.  Tell someone your goal.  You can do it!

3. Set aside a daily time for reading.

4. Before reading ask God to speak to you through his word. (Ps. 119:18)

5. If you have chosen to read only the NT it will be the second reading.  This will take you through the NT, Psalms and Proverbs.

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6. Realize that you will read through the whole Bible but not necessarily in the order that it is in your Bible.
